Fit: Verify the fit of the flares to vehicle. (Some filing, sanding, or
cutting may be necessary to ensure proper fit).

Painting: (Optional)if paintis desireditmustbe done priortoinstalling
flaresonthe vehicle. Cleanouter surface withagood grade degreaser.
DO NOT USE LACQUER THINNER OR ENAMEL REDUCER AS A
DEGREASER. Wipe outer surface thoroughly with a tack rag prior
to paint. Application of plastic adhesion promoter for TPO plastic as
per your paint system manufacturer’s recommendations is required.
Paint flares using a high quality enamel, or polyurethane automotive
paint. If painting edge trim (not recommended), use a flex additive.

Performance: Using larger Tires may increase the area required to
turn the vehicle. Some Tire/Rim combinations may require lowering
bump stops and or installing steering stops to prevent tire from
contacting flare.

Exhaust System: Modifications may be necessary to maintain a
minimum 4” clearance between flares and exhaust pipes. (Exhaust
gases should not vent directly onto flares)

Metal Protection: All exposed fasteners and bare metal should
be treated with rust resistant paint BEFORE installing flares. Spray
inner fender wells with undercoating AFTER flare attachments have
been completed.

Decals: Flares may interfere with existing decals on vehicle. If you
wish, remove decals prior to installation of flares.

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Front & Rear Flare Intlﬁcatlon (Driver’ s Slde)
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The front and rear flares are similar in shape and
size. Front flares are labelled on the inside with
60015-07 and rears are 60016-07. Pictured above
is the front flare.

Iflabels have fallen off during shipping, the shorterleg
of the front flare is trimmed close to the fowardmost
pocket and the shorter leg of the rear flare is trimmed
approximately and inch and a half from the pocket.
Pictured above is the rear flare.

Front Flare Installatlon Procedures (Drlver S Slde)

Plast|c Rivets

Starting at front of factory flare, pull up then out on
flare to pop it off the metal lip. This will also pull the
plastic rivets out of the holes in the factory flare.

Optional Step in Cases Where Factory Rocker
Moldings are Still on Vehicle: Hold flare in position
on vehicle and mark where it interferes with rocker
molding. Cut a notch into the flare on mark with
utility knife.
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Remove all plastic rivets from the metal lip and
discard.

Hold front flare in position on fender and, using a
grease pencil, mark each hole location on sheet
metal.




Sheet metal layers

At each of the marked locations drill through sheet
metal using a 3/16” bit. If necessary, drill through
both layers of sheet metal because they overlap.

At each flare pocket, insert a #45 Torx screw and run
it into a rubber spacer until snug with the flare plastic.
Use a 5/16” socket and 6" extension to prevent
marring flare plastic. Wrap a layer of masking tape
around torx bit to help it stay in the socket.

Peel 2-3 inches of red vinyl backing away from
edge trim tape. Applying adhesive side to inner side
of flare, affix edge trim to top of flare (portion that
comes in contact with vehicle). Press edge trim
into place along edge in 1-foot increments pulling
backing as you go.

Rear Flare Installation Procedures (Driver’s Side)

Starting at rear of factory flare, pull up then out on
flare to pop it off the metal lip. This will pull plastic
rivets from the holes in factory flare. If rivets do not
come out, remove them.

Hold the flare to the fender, lining screws up with
3/16” drilled holes and start screws into sheet metal.
Once all screws are started, tighten to 2 ftelb of
torque.
