When the sounds turn off, long pressing on 8 for 3 seconds, it sounds a long beep
and the sound turn off. All the buttons has no beep when they are pressed, including
the ending cooking sounds is turn off too.

17.ENERGY SAVER MODE

(1) In standby mode, pressthe " " once (less than 3 seconds to avoid
starting the child lock function )to enter the Energy Saver mode.

(2) In child-locked mode, press the " " once (less than 3 seconds)
and release to enter the Energy Saver Mode.

(3) Above operation is the only way to start the Energy Saver mode.
(4) The Energy Saver mode works only if the door is closed.

18. COOKING END REMINDER FUNCTION
