Before You Begin

It is helpful to have a pair of scissors and a roll of
tape handy. Use your scissors to cut the ribbons.
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Helpful design tip: Since the headbands are satin, any extra glue will leave
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Design Time

Plan out how each of your headbands will be
decorated. You can refer to the pictures on the
box or create your own styles, it’s all fun and
it's all up to you!

Ribbon Wrap

Glue the end of the ribbon to the inside,
bottom edge of your headband. Allow it to dry
completely. You can also secure it with a piece
of tape while you wait for the glue to dry.

Wind the ribbon around the headband until
you reach the other end. Cut the ribbon and
glue it to the inside of the bottom edge of the
headband. Set it in your workstation to dry.

Simple Stripe

Draw a thin line of glue straight down the
center of the headband. Apply the ribbon,
leaving a little extra on each end. Tuck the
ends under and glue them in place. Set it in
your workstation to dry.

Bows, Bows, Bows

Create big or little bows using your
ribbon. Simple bows can be made
by folding your ribbon into loops.
Tie the ribbon in the middle using
a piece of thread or thin ribbon -
leave extra hanging so you can tie
it to your headband.

Glue a rhinestone in the center to
make your bow sparkle. To secure
the bow, put some glue under the
ribbon to keep it in place.

Flowers and Butterfly

Slide these onto the headbands by the
elastic loop. If you want to permanently
attach them, add a drop of glue to the back
to hold them in place on the headband.

Feathers and Rhinestones

Glue the feathers and rhinestones directly
onto the headbands. You can also attach
them to the extra elastic felt piece and then
slide them on. To make them permanent,
add a drop of glue to keep the elastic

in place.
