You will
be required to demonstrate proof of purchase to make warranty claims.

This Limited Warranty is transferable only for the unexpired portion of
the Warranty Period. Subsequent owners also require original proof of
purchase as described in “What proof of purchase is required?”

What will UPG do?

UPG will, at its option, repair or replace the effective product free of
charge, provided that you notify UPG of the product within the Warranty
Period, and provided that UPG through inspection establishes the existence
of such a defect and that it is covered by this Limited Warranty.

UPG will, at its option, use new and/or reconditioned parts in performing
warranty repair and building replacement products. UPG reserves the right
to use parts or products of original or improved design in the repair or
replacement. If UPG repairs or replaces a product, its warranty continues
for the remaining portion of the original Warranty Period or 90 days from
the sale of the return shipment to the customer, whichever is greater.
