The M-990i offers four capture modes as described below. The default capture mode is Motion Detect.

MOTION DETECT MODE

Still photos are taken when an animal is detected. The number of photos taken when an animal is
detected is configurable in Settings. Photos are stored in the DCIM/100MFCAM folder on the SD card.

TIME LAPSE MODE

The camera takes photos at a specified interval during the day and combines them together to
create a Time Lapse Video (*.MLT file) which can be viewed on the supplied Moultrie Plot Stalker
software.
