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Moving and Lifting the  
Monitor
When moving or lifting the monitor, follow these 
instructions to prevent the monitor from being 
scratched or damaged and to ensure safe trans-
portation, regardless of its shape or size.

yy Place the monitor in the original box or pack-
ing material before attempting to move it.

yy Before moving or lifting the monitor, discon-
nect the power cord and all other cables.

yy Hold the bottom and side of the monitor frame 
firmly. Do not hold the panel itself.

yy When holding the monitor, the screen should 
face toward you to prevent it from being 
scratched.

yy When transporting the monitor, do not expose 
the monitor to shock or excessive vibration.

yy When moving the monitor, keep it upright and 
never turn the monitor on its side or tilt it side-
ways.

 
yy Avoid touching the monitor screen as much as 
possible. 

-- This may result in damage to the screen or 
some of the pixels used to create images.

yy If you use the monitor panel without the stand 
base, its joystick button may cause the moni-
tor to become unstable and fall, resulting in 
damage to the monitor or human injury.

This monitor meets the specifications for the wall 
mount plate or other compatible devices. 
1 	 Place the screen face down. To protect the 

screen from scratches, cover the surface with 
a soft cloth.

2 	 Using a screwdriver, remove the 2 screws at 
the top of the wall mount at the back of the 
monitor.

3 	 Place the wall mount plate onto the monitor 
and align it with the screw holes.

4 	 Tighten the four screws to fix the plate to the 
monitor using a screwdriver.

7 	 If the TUSB3410 driver has not been installed, 
the driver will be installed automatically. Select 
Install this driver software anyway (I) if the 
Windows security message is displayed as be-
low.

8 	 The program you selected on the Select Fea-
tures page will install automatically.

9 	 When the installation is complete, restart your 
system.
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yy To use the True Color Pro function, you must 
purchase the supported calibrator.

yy For details on supported calibrators and 
graphics cards, see the True Color Pro user 
guide.

yy If you have changed the input port, it is recom-
mend that you calibrate the monitor's picture 
quality again.
